The South Carolina Council on Aging Directors’ meeting was called to order by Wendy Duda, president, on January 27, 2006.  The meeting was held at the Senior Resources conference room in Columbia beginning at 10:00 am.

The treasurer, Jenny Swofford, gave a report on the finances.  We have a balance of $4415.99.  There was a $555.46 loss on the retreat held in November, 2005.

Debbie Bower reported on the Fund Raising Committee meeting.  She discussed a FISH training which will energize you and your staff.  The book written by Steven Lundin and John Christiansen speaks to the philosophy of  four principles:  Choose your attitude, play, make their day, and be present.  It will last approximately 3 hours and can be held at Midlands Tech NE Campus.  It was decided to begin at 10:00 and last until 1:00 p.m. with a cost of up to $35.  Three dates were suggested:  March 23, 30 or 31.  Debbie will check to see which date is available.

She also reported on coming up with a gimmick for the meals on wheels program and then talk with CVS Pharmacy to see if they would buy-in to that.  Aware that all counties do not have a CVS Pharmacy, a decision was not made on this suggestion.

Wendy discussed the status of the insurance concern.  A legislative person has agreed to ask some questions concerning this.

Debbie, Lynn and Wendy attended an AARP luncheon to discuss some budget priorities in the 2006 Legislative session.  They will ask for additional funding for in-home services, home delivered meals and CLTC services.  There will be an AARP Legislative Luncheon on February 22 on the State House grounds beginning at 11:30 a.m.  We are asked to attend and meet with our Legislature individually.

The SC Conference on Aging Committee met and Wendy reported on this.  There is $33,000 in the fund now.  SCACAD was the only partner requesting their part of the funds back.  It was also discussed to have one event this year and spend the funds or have no SC Conference on Aging.  The $12,000 raised through the Elder Care Trust Fund would go back to the State Office on Aging no matter what happens.  Also being considered is to give the AAA money for training and they will decide where the money is to be spent.  No action has been decided on any of these options.

Wendy shared an e-mail received from Frank Adams concerning the Joint Legislative Committee on Aging public hearing on February 2, to be held in the Blatt building at 1:00 p.m.  It was decided Debbie would represent SCACAD and present concerns to this committee.

Minutes from the annual meeting were approved with a motion by Bob Connelly and seconded by Debbie Bower.

Anwar Robertson concluded the meeting with a presentation about software from his firm called NVizon for home delivered meals program.  Senior Resources is using the system

and is pleased with its outcome.   Several directors seemed to be interested in his software.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned.
